Special Regulations for WIPA08 (IREX)
1. Organisation, venue and date
"WIPA08" is an International Stamp Exhibition being organised by the Organising Committee WIPA08. The exhibition will be held from 18th to 21st September 2008, at the Austria Center Vienna.
2. Promotion and auspices
"WIPA08" is organised by order of VOPh "Verband Osterreichischer Philatelistenvereine", under recognition of F.I.P. "Federation Internationale de Philatelie" and the patronage of F.E.P.A. "Federation of European Philatelic Associations".
3.  Regulations
For "WIPA08" the following regulations apply:
-     the Statutes of F.I.P.
-     the General Regulations of F.I.P. for Exhibitions (GREX)
-     the General Regulations of F.I.P. for the Evaluation of Competitive Exhibits at F.I.P. exhibitions (GREV)
-     the Special Regulations of F.I.P. for the Evaluation of Competitive Exhibits at F.I.P. exhibitions (SREV)
-     the Supplementary Rules for philatelic Literature and Youth philately in F.I.P. exhibitions
-     these Special Regulations (IREX) for "WIPA08"
-     the Special Regulations for the "Open class"
4. Participants
    Participation is open to all collectors who are members of a society affiliated to a member federation of the F.I.P. Participation in the non-competitive classes is only possible by special invitation.
    Exhibitors of all competitive classes, except of the "Open class", must have previously been awarded a minimum of vermeil medal, a silver medal for philatelic Literature and a silver-bronze medal for the Youth class at national level. For exhibitors from those countries that do not hold national exhibitions, the entry forms should be accompanied by a written statement from the national commissioner confirming the qualification of the exhibits.     Exhibits having participated in previous F.I.P. exhibitions and having been judged, are qualified for participation.
    Participation in the non-competitive classes will be by invitation, solely at the discretion of the Organising Committee.
   The exhibitor must be the owner of the collection, which will be listed in the exhibition catalogue under his name or under a pseudonym. All exhibitors, except in the Literature class and in the "Open class", must be able to prove that the exhibit applied for exhibition has been their property for at least two years or has been, if purchased as a collection, extensively rearranged. Only two (2) exhibits per exhibitor and four (4) per family are allowed.
    The exhibitor has the right to participate using a pseudonym provided that his name and his affiliation to a philatelic society are known to the national commissioner and to the Organising Committee, who are then authorized to inform the Jury of "WIPA08".
    Every exhibitor will receive from the Organising Committee:
a) two admission tickets for the opening ceremony
b) two permanent admission tickets
c) an exhibition catalogue
d) the invitation to the Palmares and the jury report
8. Classification of the exhibits
     All exhibits must be entered in their correct classification. The Organising Committee reserves the right to assign entries, which have been entered in the wrong class or have not been clearly assigned to one class, to the respective class. No exhibit can be entered in more than one class. The Organising Committee reserves the right to reject any exhibit in whole or in part without giving any reason.
      Every entry accepted will be listed in the exhibition catalogue under the title as stated in the notification of acceptance.

This class was introduced for exhibiting philatelic software for IBM- or Apple-Macintosh computers. Stock programs, databases or programs for the display in form of diskettes or CD-ROM can be entered.
Class 12-1 -frame special class
9. Size of frames
      The size of the display frames at "WIPA08" is 98 cm x 98 cm. The display frames have a capacity for twelve (12) album sheets, in three rows of four (3x4) sheets. If the exhibit exceeds the allocated number of frames, the exceeding part will be neither exhibited, nor judged. The Organising Committee declines all responsibility for this material that was nevertheless sent in by the exhibitor or the national commissioner.
10. Allotment of frames
       All exhibition classes are listed in article 8 of these Special Regulations. At "WIPA08" frames of 12 sheets will be used. According to article 6.4 of the GREX, exhibitors of the competitive classes will be allotted the number of sheets corresponding to the required frames of 16 sheets:

Exhibits, which have got a Vermeil medal or less at a F.I.P. exhibition, including first time exhibits: 7 frames (a 12 sheets) = 84 sheets
-     Exhibits, which have got a Large Vermeil medal or above at a F.I.P. exhibition or at an exhibition of a Continental Federation: 11 frames (a 12 sheets) = 132 sheets

11.  Presentation of exhibits
     Exhibits on dark coloured or black album sheets will not be accepted. Certificates cannot be shown, but they must be at the disposal of the Jury in the form of a copy fixed at the rear of the album sheet. The front of the sheet must bear a corresponding note: C = certificate, R = repair.
12.  Delivery and return of the exhibits
     Exhibits arriving by mail or air cargo, except for the literature exhibits, must be in hand of the Organising Committee on 14th September 2008 at the latest, but not before 1st September 2008. The delivery of exhibits by national commissioners must be arranged previously with the Organising Committee.
     Envelopes for the exhibits and blank inventory lists will be sent by mail to all national commissioners. All exhibits must be sent in with the supplied envelopes (one envelope per frame). The sheets must be numbered and placed in a transparent plastic cover. The inventory list has to be put into the envelope of the first frame. In case of delivery of an exhibit by the national commissioner, the regulations for commissioners are applicable.
     All sheets must be numbered continuously at the rear of each page, always in the same corner. The exhibitors pay for the cost of sending in the exhibits. The cost for returning the exhibits will be paid by the Organising Committee in accordance with article 51.1. of the GREX.
13.  Mounting and dismounting of the exhibits
     The mounting and dismounting of the exhibits will be exclusively carried out or supervised adequately by the Organising Committee and the national commissioners.
14.  Literature exhibits
     Exhibitors in the Literature class (class 11 A, B and C) must send in two (2) copies of each title or volume; none of these exhibits will be returned. One of the two copies will be placed at the disposal of the Jury and the other one in the philatelic reading room of the exhibition. After theclosing of the exhibition exhibitors will be notified to which philatelic library their two copies were given.
     Magazines as exhibits must cover a complete volume or the issues of a whole year. When exhibiting newspapers or articles respectively, a minimum of ten different articles must be sent in.
    After the acceptance of their entry the exhibitors will get precise dispatching instructions.
Literature exhibits must be in hand of the Organising Committee on 1st July 2008 at the latest, but not before 15th June 2008, so that a provisional evaluation can be made.
     Exhibitors of the class for Literature 11D (philatelic software) must submit two copies of the program (in form of diskettes) or three copies of the program (in form of CD-ROM) with a complete documentation on the program (directions for use) per copy and per exhibit. All exhibits of philatelic software must also be in hand of the Organising Committee on 1st July 2008 at the latest, but not before 15th June 2008.
     The visitors of the exhibition can test out the exhibits of philatelic software in a computer room within the Literature class in the exhibition area.
15. Open class
Exhibits of the "Open class" will be evaluated by a special jury. The following special regulations are applicable:
1.         Admission
1.1       Collectors of all countries can participate in the ,,Open class". No collections shown in competition at an exhibition, or parts of such a collection, can be exhibited.
1.2       The collections must be constituted in such a way, that they can be placed in the display frame (98 x 98cm).
1.3.     Within the collections of the "Open class", marginal subjects like vignettes, stickers, postcards, cancellations, numismatic items, telephone cards, documents, pictures, photographs, drawings or newspaper clippings can be shown besides philatelic elements. However, the philatelic elements must represent 30 percent of the whole collection.
1.4       Condition for participating is the entry in due time by 30th October 2007 at the latest. Together with the entry, copies of some pages of the collection must be sent in.
1.5       The Organising Committee decides on the acceptance. 5 frames maximum per exhibitor are admitted in the "Open class".
2.         Evaluation and awards
2.1       The collections will be judged by the visitors of the exhibition and by a special commission. The final result will be composed of the evaluation by the visitors (quota 60%) and by that of the evaluation commission (quota 40%).
2.2       All participants of the "Open class" will get a diploma. The three best collections will get a special prize.
16.  Insurance and Security
     Every exhibitor is advised to insure his exhibit, as no insurance can be made by the Organising Committee. The Organising Committee is committed to take a maximum of security measures. The liability of the Organising Committee is governed by item 20 of the Special Regulations (IREX) for "WIPA08".
